The refugee crisis has always been what Amnesty keeps an eye on 

and it’s one of our main focuses. We have been campaigning and 

raising public awareness especially on urban refugees, more than 

8,000 of them are now residing in Bangkok. Apart from working  

with our partners, we also work with the urban refugees, who are 

rights holders - whose rights have been directly violated – via 

workshops, film screening events and public awareness activities.  

In 2017, it was the first time that Amnesty operated a workshop,  

for both urban refugees and Thai youth, facilitating co-learning and 

exploring diversity. In the future, Amnesty is planning to promote  

and raise awareness more through different types of media, together 

with empowering and strengthening the refugees.

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HUMAN RIGHTS DEFENDERS (HRDs) 

 

 

Human Rights Defenders (HRDs) are representatives that work to  

protect human rights for a group of those whose rights are violated.  

He or she will collect and distribute information in order to bring the 

issue to the public eye. Human Rights Defenders are journalists,  

lawyers, teachers, activists or just normal people who are upfront 

against unfairness. In 2017, Amnesty International worldwide 

launched a campaign named “BRAVE” which aims to symbolically 

stand with whoever is fighting injustice. Amnesty has been calling  

every nation to emphasize the importance of HRDs along with 

ensuring freedom and security for them.
